fountains, wells, standpipes and other water
works under section 80 of the said-~Act shall
vest in the Gram Panchayat and be administered

Publication
in the News .paper may be dispensed
with, in case the upset price is less
than Rs. 2,500/-(Rupees two thousand
and five hundred only) .
